It is calling for the industry to provide greener products to the consumer, like USBCELL, rather than waiting for the consumer to demand them!

Moixa Energy is quite unique in its support as it has recently put its money where is mouth is, and launched USBCELL (www.usbcell.com ) as a re-usable and more environmentally friendly battery technology that reduces waste and uses low power sources to recharge, as part of it’s philosophy of rethinking how consumers use power. 

Most modern devices such as batteries, mobile phones, computer equipment and portable technology, are low power devices, yet they are still plugged into high power energy supplies, requiring inefficient power adaptors that waste energy, are annoying to consumers and consume significant resources in manufacture.  

Simon Daniel, Founder and Director of Moixa Energy, commented, “Powering our Phones, Ipods and other devices from chargers left on standby, or plugged into AC sockets are like using a Dam to fill a glass of water”, “This Century is about increasingly more efficient electronics, that can be powered by low power supplies, and local renewable energy sources, yet we waste all this benefit by plugging these devices into to our antique 20th Century AC mains system. “

Moixa Energy believes fundamentally that the 20th Century Energy Axiom – the AC 110/240v mains is simply inappropriate, inefficient and wasteful for 21st Century power needs, since most modern devices are low power today. 

Daniel continued: “Modern homes and offices need a new power supply – a low voltage power supply – sitting alongside and ultimately largely replacing the traditional AC 240v mains supply for many modern applications. It’s safer, greener, less wasteful and more convenient for consumers than filling their houses and offices with large adaptors, plugs and cables. If we used new better low power supplies, such as those based on USB or Ethernet power, we could significantly reduce our energy consumption.  More importantly - it is more practical and cost effective to power such supplies solely from local renewable energy sources, such as wind, solar or micro-power generation as it is a much simpler problem than  trying to sustain full AC power only to see it converted back down to a low power supply for use in our phones, chargers and other devices”
In fact it might be one of the most powerful concepts in the world today - to rally the renewable energy market into delivering substantive change in UK energy consumption and global warming within the short term, by leveraging better low power supplies. Daniel commented, “Over 100 years ago, Tesla won over Edison as power was produced remotely, and delivered as AC for use in high power machines. But today, power can be produced locally, and is predominantly used by consumers in low power DC devices. We need a fundamental debate about what kind of power supply is appropriate for this century, as most of our devices can be disconnected from the Grid and powered locally”.  
Moixa recently raised this opportunity at the Energy Technologies Institute DTI meeting last week, to help shift the debate to what can be practical in the short term, and at Demo Fall in the US (a premier US launch pad for emerging technology www.demo.com) where Moixa Energy won a best presentation award for it’s launch of the new USBCELL Battery technology. The product also featured on the front page of USA Today, and more recently (20th Oct in the Wall Street Journal). The Wall Street Journal quoted Daniel: “You can't change consumer behaviour saying 'you must be green,' but you can give (consumers) a better product." 

Moixa Energy’s vision is to invent technologies that provide consumers with better solutions for their mobile or home power requirements that are more usable, economic and environmental.  The Company has attracted interest from significant investors and has won funding awards from the DTI in the UK and the Venture capital market. It truly believes the concept that industry must give consumers a greener choice, not wait for demand from consumers.
